Thank you for your interest in the Rocky Mountain Chapter of the North American Versatile Hunting Dog Association.

Everyone in the chapter, including the officers, are volunteers and no one is a professional trainer. However, we do have a large contingent of members who are excellent gun dog trainers with lots of experience (one NAVHDA judge and four senior NAVHDA judges in the chapter) that help less trained handlers/owners train their dogs and puppies.

The chapter has several training days each year for members. These training days are to help other members learn various methods used to train versatile hunting dogs. This includes, but not limited to, upland bird hunting, water work (retrieves) and tracking. In some cases there are advanced techniques addressed such as steadiness training, duck search and honoring a point. Please remember that neither RMC nor NAVHDA trains individual dogs. We do provide lessons and techniques that are proven over time to help members train their dogs at home and in the field.

It is a good idea to call or email the training officer and express any individual training needs so preparations can be made to address these needs. The chapter owns a lot of good (and expensive) training equipment, such as bird launchers, that is used during training days and a trailer to store these items and bring them to various RMC sponsored events.

We train at Cobb Lake State Wildlife Area near Fort Collins.  Each training day the chapter buys birds for demonstration purposes. Members can purchase birds for individual training near the training site at Cobb Lake. Directions to the training site are included in an accompanying document and other members can provide directions to purchase training birds. Please be aware that sometimes these training birds are sometimes not available.

Included in the cost of membership is a newsletter that gives information about upcoming events and training tips.

The chapter also conducts two tests each year, one in the spring and one in the fall. Each test includes natural ability, utility preparatory and utility tests. Because of limited space here, please go to our website at www.rmc-navhda.com or NAVHDA International website at www.navhda.org for more test information.

Some of the other events we sponsor at various times are handler clinics (every other year) professional training days, snake training clinic and other interesting events. At times we will ask for you to volunteer to help stage an event. Please be prepared to help us.

Since we hold our events at Cobb Lake, a Colorado Department of Wildlife property (SWA) State Wildlife Area habitat stamps are required. More information can be found about these stamps at Colorado DOW’s website and if needed can be purchased there.

If you don’t already belong, the chapter requires that you belong to NAVHDA International. For your convenience, an application is included.
